This service primarily targets members without an existing domain name and/
or who require only a simple, but professional, one page web presentation. It
represents considerable savings for members who do not want a multi-page or
interactive website and where cost minimisation is a premium.

Members” websites are accessible to the public through the practitioner
search facility on the AACMA website. When the member’s ‘Practitioner Card’
is selected, the web address will appear as a hyperlink which, if clicked, will
link directly to the member’s website.

There are two ways members can get a webpage listed on the ‘Practitioner
Card’ on the AACMA practitioner search facility:

(@) You already have a website/domain name (e.g. www.jonestcmclinic.
com.au): This webpage is developed and maintained by the member
using a service provider selected by the member. Make sure that you
have notified the AACMA office of your web address so that it can be
included on the next data upload;

(b)  You choose to take advantage of the free AACMA webpage service
(e.g. www.acupuncture.org.au/smithca.cfm): You need to complete
the application form with the details to be included (see below).

What will be included on the free AACMA webpage?
1.  Choice of picture (acupuncture, Chinese herbs, or water running over
stones)
2. Optional fields according to a pre-set template.
