For graduates of sub-degree programs, this may require the completion of an AACMA approved degree
conversion program or the AACMA entrance assessment. The Australian Acupuncture and Chinese Medicine Association Ltd does not accept graduates of non-approved
courses offered substantially by correspondence/distance/external/on-line mode. AACMA will not accept graduates of any program where the supervised clinical practice

components have not been undertaken or where recognition of prior learning or an exemption for these components has been granted.
